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State Report for Minnesota

· MN issued more than 88,500 permits in 2008, a 40% increase over 2007.
· About 5,300 permits were issued in 2008 for wind component moves alone.

· MN has new links on its Permit section Web page specifically for Wind Energy transporters and shippers. The new links aim to consolidate various information (such as escort requirements, construction projects, special notices, applications forms) specific to wind energy transportation. · Mn/DOT and Wis/DOT have begun a new initiative to streamline cross-border permitting of oversize/overweight loads. This Governor-mandated initiative will identify opportunities and implement processes that increase uniformity and reciprocity in permit processing, procedures and policies between the two states.
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
