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Tandem Weight Allowances
Carriers have to haul less than allowed in some states to comply with the laws of another state they are traveling through.  They would like uniformity in the allowable tandem weights.  Suggested uniform weights were: 

· 46 on 2 axle tandems

· 60 on 3 axle tandems

· 72 on 4 axle tandems 

Carriers discussed a (Universal) blanket permit similar to what the western states have.  There are many issues with this type of permit.  One of the issues is that some states would have to lower the amount of weights they allow to match the other states in the region unless a uniform tandem allowance was established.  The Midwest has more congested areas that would require special considerations for times of travel.  The state issuing the permit would have to be responsible for states including on permit.  Due to the varying technologies in place super load weights are all over the place. 

It was then suggested that they at least have a one-stop shop where they could log on to one system and order permits for several states at a time. 

Some states (i.e. WV) allow carriers to pay extra to expedite their permits.  Why don’t all states offer that?    It would show favoritism to larger carriers that could afford to pay for it, therefore, making it an ethical issue.  
Uniformity of Weekend Travel

The Industry would like to see uniformity in the times weekend travel is allowed.  Illinois is the most restrictive state but recent changes have been a step in the right direction.  Illinois will continue to monitor its current policy and will reevaluate it at a later date.  

Although some carriers would like to see night movement allowed for over-dimension moves, however others were opposed to this.  Dimensions allowed vary from state to state.  Decisions made to allow over-dimension moves to travel at night are generally based on the recommendations of the State Police.   Unfortunately this information tends to vary from state to state.      

The carriers would also like to see more uniformity in the number of days their permits are good for.  Right now they vary from 1 day to 14 days long.

Impact of State Furlough Policy -Notification of each state’s furlough policies are available on the Mississippi Valley website.  

As of today the only state within the Mississippi Valley states that are closing due to furlough days is Wisconsin.  Their scheduled office closures are posted.   At this time no other states are anticipating office closures though individual furlough days may cause delays in processing permits.  
Technology Status and Update 

What are the dates for automation in Illinois?  Originally scheduled for 1/1/10, however, there have been some delays and no new projected date has been established.  

MN will no longer be accepting phone calls for ordering permits. Carriers must go online in order to receive their permits. IL is considering eliminating faxed in applications for superloads.  

Not all road construction sites have restrictions.   Illinois site (www.gettingaroundillinois.com) shows all construction but does not have restrictions listed on the map.  In order to get to the list of all construction job sites that do show the restrictions you must click on road construction list to the left of the map.  That will bring up a list of all construction with the restriction for that job site.

What back up plans do the states have in place if their systems are unavailable? 

MO  - Has servers in two locations so if one goes down the other one is available. Also, downloads information to disc daily and can issue permits off of data that is 24 hours old. 

IN – If system is down for 2 hours, permit is printed off and sent to IN state police.  

IL – Generally we wait it out. If system is projected by CMS to be down for a prolonged period of time permits will be hand written and faxed out manually.  Very Rarely utilized.  

IA – Route and Issue by hand. 

WI – If system is down for days they keep paper maps and will send out letters of approval manually.  Generally not an issue.
