Missouri Motor Carrier Services, collects fuel tax and license plate fees, registers carriers for in-state operations, and issues oversize/overweight permits for movement of freight.  Over 24,000 carriers have accounts with our state and last year we issued over 350,000 credentials and permits.  Safety and Compliance insures that our carriers and the traveling public are safe.
Effective August 28, 2008, Missouri banned trucks registered for a gross weight of 48,000 lbs or more from using the far left-hand lane when traveling on interstate highways, only in the St. Louis and Kansas City metro areas at this time.  Our emergency rule for weight changes went into effect in September and our new regulations became effective February 28, 2009.   We have increased the weight on most configurations, allowing 46,000 on a tandem and 72,000 on a quad.
On the Motor Carrier Express webpage carriers can view Missouri Commercial Vehicle Route maps to see commercial zones and a vertical clearance report that allows carriers to check heights to assist with routing over height loads through Missouri.
Superloads have nearly doubled since last year and our routine permits have also increased.  If not overweight, unladen trailers can be moved with the jeeps and boosters decked.

We will allow trunnion trailers for superload moves.

The amount of auto issued permits has increased over 75% since 2007, 74% of our oversize/overweight permits are processed on-line and 30% of our permits are auto-issued.

Wind Energy - We have 5 existing windmill farms (Nodaway, Atchison, Rock Port and Gentry counties) in Missouri with another one scheduled to begin in July 2009 which will consist of 150 turbines located in Dekalb county. 

An independent random survey was performed asking questions about a timely response, quickly resolved issues, friendly service, respectful agents, and did we care about their issue. We achieved a 95.6% satisfaction rating from those surveyed.  

All permits received by 5:00 are processed in the same business day.
